Barry David Jolin, age 66, of Minocqua, passed away on Friday December 27,
2019 at Aspirus Wausau Hospital after suffering a stroke four days earlier. His
loving daughters and sons-in-law were at his side.

Barry’s second career came after the sale of the Marine, and he enjoyed
working as Realtor at Coldwell Banker in Minocqua over the last 15 years.

He started a family in the late 1970s and helped raise his two daughters in the
Northwoods. He loved traveling with them and spending time on the water
together.

He spent many, many years coaching the Pack from
either his seat at Lambeau or his recliner! In recent years he became a
grandfather and enjoyed every second he could with his two grandchildren—
everywhere from at home to school events to Lambeau Field to Disney World.
